Upon the Chair's reouest for suggestions relevant tothis body's responsibility
in an event the approval from 'Washington (in rei'erence to the formation of a community
government) does not orrive prior to the dissolution of the Divisional Responsible
ilen, the general consensus was that the body should dissolve regardless# In view
of the resignation of the Co-ordinating Committee ajid in view of its unofficial
accsptance by the Advinistrstion, the Advisory Council has suggested that new or
the same delegates should be formally selected, the Chair announced# Hov;ever, it
was suggested from the floor that since the attendance did not constitute a Quorum
to make such a selection, a special meeting should be held on Tuesday, April 18,
from l;30 p.m. The suggestion was unanimously carried#

Upon motion made, seconded, and carried, the meeting adjourned ft 3:00 p.n.
