SUBJECT : War Ration Books

In accordance with Seetion 17.1 of general ration order Wo, & applieable
to WRA centers, a person who lives in o group institutional user ostablishment
for seven consecutive days or more and who takes eight or more monls o woek there
must turn over all his war ration books containing stamps designated for acqui=-
sition of any rationed food to the institutional user who operates the cstablish-
ment. If he makes arrangements in advance to live there for soven consccubive
days or morc and to take eight or more meals a woeck, he must turn over the books
before the weck begins; otherwise, he must turn them over as soon n2s he has
lived there for seven consecutive days and has caten during that peoriod eight or
more mcals, A wor ration book shall be returncd temporarily for usc in ugéquiring
any ration produce other than food or for obtaining another war ration book,

Wor Books with stamps dotached, as recquired to cover meals teken under the above
conditions, will be returned to him after a person leaves the establishment QF
stops taking cight or more mecals a wecek, :
