The place called "Rivers,, located on the Gila River Indian Reservation (home 

of the Pitna Indians)~ lies within the Casa Grande Valley in the west-central part 
of Pinal County, Arizona. In general the Indian reservations which cover large 
areas in Arizona include many thousand £icres of fertile farming land. 

An unknown race which the Pitna Indians called Ho-Ho-Kam n1ust have 
lived in this vicinity along the Gila and Salt Rivers <luring the early development 
of their tribe s01ne two thousand year ago. Prehistoric dwellings such as the Casa 
Grande Ruins near the present town of Coolidge and the evidence of extensive 
irrigation canals along the Gila River bear mute testimony of an early and 
progressive settlement.
