he Greek philosophers in the 4th to 2nd Centu-

ries B. C.did not need a Magellan to demonstrate
to them that the world is round. They proved it by ge-
ometry. And by the same rules of spherical and plane
geometry that lay out our world maps today, they
made the first projections of the round surface of their
known world onto flat maps. This was a great advance
over the 6th Century B. C. world of Homer, flat and
disk-shaped, bounded by an endless ocean (left). But
even though the Tonian Greeks traced Ulysses’ legend-
ary journcy to Hades, they drew a surprisingly accu-
rate picture of the Mediterranean Sea.

This map. project-
ed by Diego Ribero. bounded the vast breadth of the
Pacific just crossed by Magellan, located America as a
continent and corrected the Ptolemaic picture of Asia.

World center for cartography in the Age of Discov-
ery was Holland, then a major marine power. With
access to the logs and charts of the ships of all nations,

pedic atlases, unrivaled for style and beauty. They over-
looked few methods of projection, established all the
important systems now in use. Most familiar is Merca-
tor’s, the projection in which almost everyone today
visualizes the world. Dutch cartographers also divid-
ed the world in half and gave the New World a hemi-
sphere toitself. Not the least wonderful feature of Dutch
maps is their decoration, which inspired Swift’s lines:

BY POTSHERD, NOT BLACKBALL, THE GREEKS OSTRACIZED A MAN

On bits of broken pots, voters scratched the names of men they wanted to exile. On these
discarded ballots, found at the Athenian Agora, are two famous names: Themistocles, upper right,
Aristides just below. Aristides’ opposition to Themistocles’ big-navy plan led to the former’s
ostracism, but later he commanded an Athenian squadron. Judging from the number of ballots
which bear his name, Themistocles, savior of Athens from the Persian fleet at Salamis, was the
most hated leader of ancient times. At least 6,000 voters had to cast an ostraca ballot to ostracize
a man (page 300).
