A minority grOuﬁ, racial or religious, never gets quite fair treatment.
Unfair treatment causes hatred, and hatred causes more unfair treatment. This
condition is dangercus to the United States for it is the negation of our religicn
and our democratie principles. It is Aangerous to any minority for history if full
of examples of minority groups’ who became "untouchetles.” ZEut until a minority
group decides to breek the fatal circle with an intelligent plan, and find leaders
who can ‘persuade their people to follow that plan, there can be no remedy. Equality
cannot be given or legislated. t must be won, and won by some careful plan, well
conceived, end followed vigorously for at least a generation. .

Axiom: People will trust you and aecept you, in time, if you conformm to the folk-
patterns that group of customs whiech make the Americans Americans, the
Chinese Chinese, the kussians Fussians, the Romans Romans. These custcms

of ten seem odd, but there is always a good reason for them in the life of
that particular reorle.

Never act ashamed of your own people, or try to escape their problens by
deserting them.

Study the successful americans carefully, and find out what makes one american
popular Wwith ¢ther Apericans.

If people are rude to you, and try to make it hard for you to make a living,
keep your head., Hemember what you want: fair treatment. You can never gain it
by feeling sorry for yourself, or planning for the time when you can be rude
and hateful back again,

The more you learn about 4america, its land, peoples, history, songs, books,
heroes, the less of a stranger you will feel in it. True, many americans do

not know ruch of these things, Could you exrect to be successful in any country
by imitating the least successful of its peoples?
