Full cooperation of Japanese-American citizens in 
the camouflage net project was urged today in a state-
ment issued by H. Russell Amory, Center manager. 

"Santa Anita Assembly center has been delegated a 
big job--and an important one," Amory stated. "It is 
necessary for us to produce a large number of camou-
flage nets per day. This huge task will necessitate 
a doubling of our present farce of workers." 

Amory proceeded to dispel certain rumors which have 
been circulating about the project. He said: 

"There is no private contractor nor profits involved. 
The work is done directly for the Army and in this con-
nection I might add that everyone on the project is taking 
a direct and important Contribution to the war effort. 

"If guayule is success-
fully raised at Manzanar," 
said Frank Noba Hirosawa, 
youthful research chemist 
and graduate of University 
of Washington, "the Japan-
ese evacuees from the West 
Coast can utilize their 
talent in worthwhile work." 

This morning the 
Hirosawas, who resided at B-4 
U-1 A.11, left Santa Anita 
for Los Angeles where they 
will entrain for Manzanar.
