Aiso sug-
pgested that the Caucasian be
awarded the honor but his sug-
festion was not accepted by the
opponent, and, as a result, the
school was not represented in
the contest.

In senior high school, Also was
awarded first place in a national
contest speaking on “The Const-
itution of the United States.”
Once again the race issuc was
brought up and Aiso's -fellow
students represented the schonl
in the area and Washington de-
bates. The students, in protest,
raised. funds and sent "Aiso to
Washington for the event,

November 17th, last, Aiso de-
livered an adddress before the
New Yorle Tribune Forum, speak-
ing on the subject "Japan’s Mil-
itary System Must Be Crushed.”

Major Aiso married Sumi Ak-
iyama of Westminister, 'Orange
County, California in December
of 1941 and is the father of a
son, John, one and a half years
old.

COMMISSION AS SECOND LIEUTENANT

ITALY—For demonstrating ex-—
ceptional qualities of leadership
against the enemy on the Fifth
Army front in northern Italy, T-
Seargent Masuo Chomori, form-—
erly of Glendale California, has
been commissoned a second lieut—
enant. )

A platoon sergeant with the
Japanese American 442nd Regi
mental Combat Team since i
activation in Camp Shelby, Miss,
in February, 1843, Chomori won
his battlefield commission for
his exemplary and inspiring lead-
ership during both training and
battle periods.

He demonstrated his abilities
as a field commander under the
gu)sl adverse conditions in com-

at.

When his platoon leader was
wounded in an attack in_the

-vicinity of Suvercto, Italy, Cho-
mori assumed command. His rifle
platoon was counterattacked by
enemy forces consisting of one
infantry company, three Mark
IV tanks, and one self-propelled
88-mm gun. The enemy also had
the advantages of commanding
pround, initial surprise and sup-
erior fire power.

Chomori reorganized his plat-
oon and directed its withdrawal
to a more tenable position. His
cheerfulness and efficiency con-
tributed much to the maintenance
of moralg in his plateon and co-
mpany.

On another oceasion, in the vi-
cinity of Hill 140, near Molino A
Ventoabbato, he again assumed
charge of his platogn when his
platoon leader was wounded, His
company had dug in to held off
enemy counter thrusts after cap—
turing its ‘objective. His platoon
was entrenched in the center of
the company sector on the high

pround  which  dominated  the
fields of fire to the company
front,

Several days later, during the
attack north of Castellina, It—
aly, he assumed command
his platoon in the absence of a
commissioned officer. He led his
group over dangerous lerrain
some 1500 yards and. then or-
dered them to dig in lo with-
stand expected cnemy assaults.
For more than 48 hours, during
heavy enemy artillery shelling
concentrated on his platoon sec—
tor, he kept his men inspired.
Early in the morning of the third
day, he led his platoon and co-
mpany in an attack which sma-
shed forward 1200 yards. His
corhpany commander complimen-
ted his actions by stating that
his platoon executed itsdifficult
padrt in the attack in perfect tact—
ical manner, as well as the hold-
ing action which followed while
concentrated sniper, machinegun
machine pistol, artillery, and
heavy mortar fire showered a-
round them.

In all subsequent action, for a
period of almost three weeks,
he remained in sole charpge of
his platoon in licu of an officer
during some of the bitterest of
fighting for the approaches of
Pisa and Leghorn.

His professional knowledge and
the highly competent manner in
which he met every tactical sit—
uation ably demonstrated his
ability to [ill the position lof
platoon leader, his captain said.

For six years prior to enter-
ing the army at Fort McArthur,
Calif., January 29, 1941, Chom-
orli was a produce truck driver,
living at 439 South Pacific Ave.,
He received his basic
training at Fort Ord, Calif., later
being transferred to Camp Crow-
der, Mo, He was assigned as one
of the cadre for the 442nd, com~
posed ‘entirely of Americans of
Ja ese ancestry, on its acti-
vation al Camp Shelby.

-His wife, Mrs. Elsic F. Chom-
ori, lived in Compton, Calif.,
before she was evacuated to the
Rohwer Relocation center, Ark.
