DIRECTOR MYER
SENDS MESSAGE
JTo Ioeaz WRA

President Roosevelt an-
nounced yesterday that he
had ordered the transfer
of the War Relocation Au-
thority to the Department
of Interior under GSecre-
tary Harold Ickes, accord-
ing to a teletype from Dil-
lon S. Myer, national YRA
director, to the Topaz ad-
ministration received this

morning.

The President stated
that the transfer was be-
ing made for administra-

tive simplification and to
bring the work of the agen-
the supervision
of a cabinet officer.

In announcing the trans-

fer, the President de-
clared that he considered
the program of the WRA
sound *in principle, and

work alrecady accomplished
by the apency highly satis-

factory.
The VWRA will be moved
in its entirety into the

Department of Interior in
accordance with the Presi-
dent'sy frequently an-
nounced belief that the
number of independont agen-
cies phould be reduced
whon practicable. .

Whether the change was
made because of pressure
from West Coast congress-
men demanding the transfer
of the administration of
the 10 WRA centers to the
army or the justice depart-
ment was not mentioned.

The transfer had been
rumored in Washington cir-
cles since last week, ac-
cording to the Washingtaon
Post,
