Japs Still Spy
On Coast; Oust
Them, Says Dies

WASHINGTON, Monday, Feb. 9.
~—(F)—The Dies committee, assert-
ing that a Japanese fifth-column
awaits only Tokyo's orders to strike
on the Pacific Coast, plans to de-
mand that all Japanese be uprooted
from West Coast states and in-
terned at least 500 miles inland.

“Shinto temples still operate,
propaganda outlets still dissemin-
ate propaganda material and Japa-
nese, both alien and American citi-
zens, still spy for the Japanese gov-
ernment,” the committee says in
the first draft of a “Yellow Paper.”
which it probably will make public
in about two weeks.

The committee’s tentative report
says Japanese sfill live near oil

It adds that duing the Pearl
Harbor attack Japanese blocked
streets with furniture, drove trucks
into military planes and disabled
automobiles of Army and Navy of-
ficers.

Figures are not available on the
number of Japanese living within
500 miles of the Pacific Coast, but
the Justice Department estimates
there are 200,000 Japanese, Ger-
mans and Italians in California,
Oregon, Washingten, Nevada, Ari-
zona, Montana, Utah and Idaho.
