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What started as a peaceful stu­
dent protest last week in Jakarta, 
Indonesia has lead to widespread 
demonstrat ion , violence and 
f inal ly the resignation of 
President Suharto after 32 years 
in power. The leader of the w o r l d 
f o u r t h - l a r g e s t c o u n t r y t o o k the 
d e c i s i o n s t a n d d o w n y e s t e r d a y 
m o r n i n g a m i d i n c r e a s i n g l y ugly 
scenes in the city a n d m o u n t i n g 
international pressure . In his brief 
s p e e c h , Suharto also ac ted to d is ­
s o l v e t h e current c a b i n e t a n d 
i m m e d i a t e l y h a n d e d over p o w e r to 
his v i ce -pres ident , BJ Habib ie . 

The trouble began last Tuesday 
w h e n a r o u n d 5 0 0 0 s tudents f r o m a 
private co l lege lead a d e m o n s t r a ­
t ion to protest at de lays in essential 
re forms . T o w a r d s the e n d of the 
day , a fight s u d d e n l y broke out and 

the protesters w e r e f o r c e d back 
into the c a m p u s by the Riot Po l i ce . 
Shots w e r e t h e n f ired into the 
bui lding, kill ing six [Felix 1115] . 
Protests i m m e d i a t e l y began across 
the c a p i t a l , w i t h an e s t i m a t e d 
2 0 , 0 0 0 s t u d e n t s o c c u p y i n g the 
par l iament bui lding. 

A s the army t o o k c o n t r o l of 
m u c h of Jakarta, loo t ing a n d r iot ing 
b e c o m e w i d e s p r e a d , leaving over 
5 0 0 p e o p l e d e a d . Worryingly , the 
Chinese minor i ty a p p e a r e d to be a 
target for r a c i a l l y - m o t i v a t e d 
a t tacks , a n d m o s t of Jakarta's 
C h i n a t o w n n o w lies in ruin. 

A m i e n Rais, the leader of an 
I n d o n e s i a n M u s l i m o r g a n i s a t i o n 
w i t h 2 8 m i l l i o n m e m b e r s , has 
e m e r g e d as the unoff ic ial leader of 
the o p p o s i t i o n to the g o v e r n m e n t . 
H e had p l a n n e d a m a s s d e m o n ­
s t r a t i o n in Jakarta's F r e e d o m 
Square o n W e d n e s d a y , but can­

ce l led after surveying the strength 
of the mil i tary presence in the area 
a n d o m i n o u s threats f r o m army 
generals . 

A l t h o u g h Suhar to ' s depar ture 
has b e e n w a r m l y w e l c o m e d by pro­
testers, the newly instal led leader, 
B a c h a r u d d i n Jusuf Habib ie , is seen 
as 'more of the same ' by many . 
O n e of the f e w senior officials not 
to have a mil i tary b a c k g r o u n d he is 
b e h i n d m a n y of Indonesia 's eco ­
n o m i c a n d s o c i a l reforms - not 
a lways success ful ly . H e is also a 
c lose persona l fr iend of Suharto, 
a n d has b e e n a c c u s e d of ' crony­
i s m ' . 

A i m e n Rais has g iven only c o n ­
di t iona l s u p p o r t to the n e w leader, 
press ing for e lec t ions to be he ld as 
s o o n as poss i b le . 

Spoof Holiday Leads Media Astray

A group of arts students who 
claimed to have used sponsor­
ship money to finance a holiday 
abroad have revealed that 
the trip was a spoof. 

The thirteen s tudents , all 
t h i r d y e a r s f r o m L e e d s 
U n i v e r s i t y , h a d c o l l e c t e d 
£ 1 ,800 f r o m various sources 
to put o n an exhibi t ion cal led 
' G o i n g Places' . O n arriving at 
the e x h i b i t i o n this w e e k , 
tutors a n d crit ics were greet­
e d w i t h a b o w l of Sangria and 
f l a m e n c o m u s i c , b e f o r e 
be ing led to L e e d s - B r a d f o r d 
airport , w h e r e they s a w the 
s tudents apparent ly arr iving 
o n a plane f r o m Spain . The s tu­
dents a l leged that they had spent 
the s p o n s o r s h i p o n a hol iday in the 
C o s t a de l So l , justifying the trip as a 
s ta tement about the nature of art. 
Their tutor, Terry A t k i n s o n , d e f e n d ­
e d the s t u d e n t s in Tuesday ' s 

Guardian, descr ib ing the g r o u p as 
"very bright". 

O n W e d n e s d a y , however , the 
g r o u p revealed that the entire trip 
had been fabricated, a n d c l a i m e d

that the m e d i a at tent ion a n d e m o ­
t ion that had been genera ted w a s a 
w o r k of art. In The Independent 
Terry A t k i n s o n saw the affair as 
"very successful in raising ques t ions 
about the nature of art." The s tu­
dents have p r o m i s e d to repay the 

s p o n s o r s h i p m o n e y , but this has 
not p a c i f i e d L e e d s Student U n i o n , 
w h o gave the g r o u p a grant of over 
£ 1 , 0 0 0 . S p e a k i n g to Felix Ruth 
W i l k i n , C o m m u n i c a t i o n s Off icer for 

L e e d s S t u d e n t U n i o n , 
e x p r e s s e d her displeasure 
at the incident , c o m m e n t ­
i n g that the s t u d e n t s 
i n v o l v e d w o u l d be asked 
"to e x p l a i n t h e m s e l v e s " 
next w e e k . She a d d e d that 
the U n i o n w o u l d "probably 
be tak ing further act ion" . 
A l t h o u g h the s tudents have 
p r o m i s e d to return m o n e y 
to all s p o n s o r s , M s W i l k i n 
m e n t i o n e d that m a n y 
g r o u p s w e r e "really u n h a p ­
py" w i t h the s i tuat ion . The 

s p o o f w a s not part of the students ' 
course , but a voluntary exhibit ion 
of ten put o n (or not , in this case) at 
this t i m e of year by third year 
artists.

News in Brief.

Designs for the Victoria & Albert 
Museum enter the final planning 
stage this week, amid a flurry of 
criticism. 

The design, a high-tech structure 
known as "the Spiral" or m o r e criti­
cally "the Boi lerhouse" , has led to its 
architect, Daniel L ibesk ind , be ing 
described as "architecture's Pol Pot " . 

Critics c la im that the n e w bui ld­
ing will be a blot on the classical 
buildings that surround it, v iewing 
the design as "an explos ion in a 
cardboard box factory". Libeskind, 
however, is used to such cri t ic ism. 
His previous work includes Berlin's 
Jewish M u s e u m , w h i c h led to the 
y o u n g Polish architect being branded 
the "destroyer of Berl in" . H i s design 
includes seven great " v o i d s " , and 
the entire structure is based around 
lines plotted f rom the m u s e u m to 
the homes of 1050 pre-war Jews. 

Yet his design for the £ 7 5 mil l ion 
p o u n d e x t e n s i o n to the current 
m u s e u m is utterly different. It is a 
futuristic plan, des igned to create 
the correct setting for the museum's 

huge selection of contemporary art. 
By utilising N A S A computer technol­
ogy, the he has created a seven 
storey building, c o a t e d in massive 
ceramic tiles, yet with no internal 
framework. Libeskind describes it as 
"unlike any spiral that's ever been 
built, because there's not a centre or 
a single apex...it 's a vertical slice 
through t i m e " . 

The design brief called for s o m e ­
thing that w o u l d make a "hugely 
avant garde statement about the 
site" - and the project director, 
G w y n M i l e s , feels that the design 
Libeskind p r o d u c e d was "spot o n " . 
In an unprecedented move , the brief 
also insisted that the new building 
w o u l d have to be capable of lasting 
another 120 years. Consequently , 
Libeskind has p r o d u c e d someth ing 
which he believes will fit into the 
twenty-first century, "a craft and a 
culture for eternity". 

The plans g o to the Royal 
Borough of Kensington &. Chelsea 
planning commit tee this week, and if 
given the go-ahead , building work 
will c o m m e n c e in earnest later this 
year. 

LEAGUE TABLES 
Imper ia l has o n c e again b e e n 
p laced third in The T imes universi­
ty league table , p u b l i s h e d last 
week. C a m b r i d g e w a s t o p , w i t h 
O x f o r d beat ing Imperial into third 
place by just three points out of a 
p o s s i b l e t h o u s a n d . In The 
Financial T imes table, publ i shed 
earlier this m o n t h , Imperial c a m e 
s e c o n d wi th O x f o r d t o p . W h a t 
makes The T imes table interesting, 
if not dubious , is Imperial's score 
of 85 for research, m u c h lower 
than previous years a n d plac ing it 
e l e v e n p o i n t s b e h i n d O x f o r d . 
Imperial kept its third place by 
scor ing a high 93 in the staff-stu­
dent category and a m a x i m u m 
100 for facilities s p e n d i n g , a f ind­
ing that wil l no doubt please the 
col lege a n d b e m u s e m a n y s tu­
dents . Other L o n d o n universities 
in the t o p ten were the L o n d o n 
S c h o o l of E c o n o m i c s and Polit ical 
Sc ience a n d Universi ty Col lege , 
w i t h King's Col lege be ing p laced 
18th. 

The c h a n g e in Imperial ' s 
'strong' categories f rom last year, 

c o u p l e d w i t h the m a r k e d differ­
ences b e t w e e n different league 
tables, c a n only fuel doubts as to 
the w o r t h a n d even validity of the 
league table s y s t e m . 

BIOCHEM FLOOD 
Flooding o c c u r r e d o n three levels 
of the D e p a r t m e n t of Biochemistry 
last Friday w h e n the hose to a 
w a t e r p u m p o n an overn ight 
exper iment split . The sink be low 
had b e c o m e b l o c k e d a n d , as a 
c o n s e q u e n c e , water spi l led out 
into the lab a n d adjoining corr idor 
and then d o w n to the t w o levels 
b e l o w , w h e r e the departmenta l 
s tores are l o c a t e d . Fortunately 
m o s t of the s tock in the affected 
area w a s sa lvaged. The f looding 
w a s d i s c o v e r e d by Security early 
Friday m o r n i n g . The Departmenta l 
S u p e r i n t e n d e n t , M i c k Rogers , 
d e c l i n e d to c o m m e n t , saying that 
this sort o f th ing happens every 
day. H e d i d say, however , that in 
his o p i n i o n there are not enough 
p e o p l e a r o u n d at that t ime to look 
out for faults in e q u i p m e n t u s e d in 
exper iments . 
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Microsoft in the Dock

Microsoft, the world's most successful soft­
ware company, faces a new threat this week. 
The US Department of Justice (DO)) and twen­
ty US states have filed a lawsuit against Bill 
Gates' all-powerful company. 

M i c r o s o f t is charged wi th engaging in anti ­
compet i t ive a n d exclusionary pract ices des igned 
to maintain its m o n o p o l y in personal c o m p u t e r 
operat ing systems and to extend that m o n o p o l y 
to Internet browsing software. Essentially, the 
DOJ is seeking to s top M i c r o s o f t f r o m integrating 
Internet Explorer (its Internet browser) into 
W i n d o w s 98 , a minor upgrade to its a l l -pervad­
ing PC operat ing sys tem. It argues that users are 
unlikely to install a different browser , a n d this 
w o u l d effectively ensure Microsof t ' s d o m i n a t i o n 
of the Internet browser market , as a lmost all PCs 
run a version of W i n d o w s . "This ac t ion wil l p r o ­
tect innovat ion by ensuring that anyone w h o 
develops a software p r o g r a m wil l have a fair 
opportuni ty to c o m p e t e in the marketplace , " 
said Joel Klein, the Assistant A t t o r n e y General in 
charge of the DOJ's Antitrust Div i s ion . 

Support for the lawsuit has c o m e f r o m an 
unlikely source - President Bill C l i n t o n , speak ing 
on Tuesday after m e e t i n g E U leaders, s a i d : "This 
is not just an o p e n - a n d - s h u t case w h e r e o n e 
party sues s o m e b o d y else ... This is s o m e t h i n g 
that will have a significant i m p a c t o n our e c o n o ­
my." The Cl inton adminis trat ion is keen to see 
c o m p e t i t i o n f lour ish as the g r o w t h of the 

Internet creates a vast new market. M o r e than 
100 mil l ion people are n o w c o n n e c t e d to the 
N e t wi th the figure expec ted to increase to a bi l ­
l ion by 2 0 0 5 . E-business is expec ted to g r o w 
nearly a hundredfo ld over a five-year per iod and 
traffic over the Internet is n o w said to be d o u ­
bl ing every 100 days . 

Bill Gates learns the strength of his 
detractors' feelings as a conference last year. 

In a typically hostile and bullish response , 
M i c r o s o f t hit back at their accusers , stat ing that 
the lawsuits "are wi thout merit and c o u l d set a 
harmful precedent in w h i c h government inter­
vent ion in a healthy, compet i t ive and innovative 
industry w o u l d adversely affect c o n s u m e r s and 

the ability of U . S . c o m p a n i e s to continually 
i m p r o v e their p r o d u c t s . " In a n o p e n letter to cus­
t o m e r s , Bill G a t e s s a i d that the r e q u e s t e d 
changes to W i n d o w s 9 8 "appear to benefit a s in­
gle c o m p e t i t o r at the expense of consumers" . 
M i c r o s o f t a l s o s t a t e d that the re lease of 
W i n d o w s 9 8 w a s "on schedule" to reach c o n ­
sumers o n June 25 . 

H o w e v e r , m o s t industry observers remain 
u n c o n v i n c e d of M i c r o s o f t ' s lofty principles - in 
M a r c h 1997 an internal m e m o c o n c l u d e d "if w e 
take a w a y IE f r o m the O/S, m o s t nav users wi l l 
never swi tch to us." 

S h o u l d M i c r o s o f t lose the case, the US gov­
ernment c o u l d break up the ' supercompany ' or 
regulate its business pract ices . Given the i m p o r ­
tance of M i c r o s o f t in the U S e c o n o m y (it 
e m p l o y s nearly 2 5 , 0 0 0 staff), the latter o p t i o n is 
m o r e likely. M i c r o s o f t w o u l d m o s t likely be 
f o r c e d to include less "free" software with its 
opera t ing s y s t e m , instead sel l ing the packages 
individually. It w o u l d a l so have to put a s t o p to 
its pract ice of pressuris ing P C manufacturers to 
include W i n d o w s a n d Internet Explorer o n every 
m a c h i n e s o l d . (When C o m p a q d e c i d e d to bun­
dle N e t s c a p e Navigator , M i c r o s o f t threatened to 
resc ind C o m p a q ' s l icense t o install W i n d o w s o n 
its d e s k t o p PCs) . 

A s news of the t i tanic legal battle w a s 
released, shares in M i c r o s o f t have d r o p p e d f r o m 
$ 8 9 to $86 . Bill Gates won' t be los ing s leep yet 
t h o u g h - at this price his c o m p a n y is still w o r t h 
over $ 2 0 0 bi l l ion.

C l a y p o n d s is a large h o u s i n g 
estate in South Ealing that w a s 
bought by the col lege par t -way 
through cons t ruc t ion for use as 
student flats and houses . Fine s o 
far. W h e n c o m p l e t i n g the project , 
it w o u l d be fair to say that corners 
were cut, a n d whi le they are gener­
ally pleasant e n o u g h , the majority 
of the dwel l ings w e r e left w i t h o u t 
any c o m m u n a l space .

Barbecues 
A s even the m o s t w o r k - a - h o l i c amongst us 

must have not iced , it's sunny. That means it 
must be B B Q season . A s every male k n o w s 
everything there is to k n o w about barbecuing 1 
thought I'd stick m y little oar in t o o . 

You' l l need s o m e t h i n g to barbecue in . Y o u 
could go and buy one of those p r e - p a c k e d , pre-
coa led and pre-tee expensive r e a d y - m a d e B B Q s 
from a superstore . But then y o u ' d be a silly 
twonk wi th t o o m u c h m o n e y , no sense and no 
spirit of adventure (Ohh, I d o love m a k i n g ene­
mies) . O r y o u c o u l d buy a s e m i - p r o p e r s t a n d - u p 
metal jobs that y o u put u p yoursel f (much m u c h 
easier to construct than those f lat-pack book­
shelves f r o m IKEA) w h i c h are reasonably cheap 
and actually reusable. H o w e v e r , m y preferred 
solution by far is to m a k e one . It's a p iece of 
cake , c o s t s n o t h i n g a n d really gets t h o s e 
primeval cave hugging juices g o i n g . A l l y o u need 
are six (6) bricks and a grill f r o m the a) oven b) 
grill c) fridge d) railings for those really b ig steaks. 
Stack the bricks up into 2 little walls , s lap the grill 
o n t o p and there y o u g o . 

As for fuel, it really has to be charcoal in 
L o n d o n . This is readily available in petrol stations 
and c o m e r shops . I think l u m p w o o d charcoal is 
better than the reconsti tuted stuff but that may be 
pure pretentiousness. N o t h i n g beats paper and 
kindling (broken kitchen chairs or banister spin­
ners are perfect a n d should be readily available by 
this t ime of the year) for lighting a fire and neither 
smell as horrible nor cost as m u c h as c o m m e r ­

cially available lighting fluids. 
Barbecuing is a quick and intense w a y of 

c o o k i n g things so y o u need thin, succulent i tems. 
Pork and lamb c h o p s or ribs, wel l marbled (ie 
containing thin streaks of fat) beef steaks a n d fil­
lets are ideal . D o n ' t bother with c h e a p o burgers 
and bangers: if they're crap to start wi th , they'l l 
e n d up crap. M o r e exotically, try lamb kidneys or 
liver. I've never found chicken ideal for barbecues 
as the breasts e n d up complete ly dry and d r u m ­
sticks take for ever and e n d up proverbially incin­
erated o n the outs ide and raw and stringy on the 
inside. Fish on the other hand are superb espe­
cially fatty ones such as mackerel , h a d d o c k and 
as m e n t i o n e d last week, sardines. Sa lmon is also 
sp lendid although, as they tend to be quite thick, 
n e e d a d v a n c e d techniques . I 'm w o r k i n g myself 
up to d o i n g a suckl ing piglet but haven't quite got 
there yet . A b o v e all, don ' t forget that vegetables 
are excellent barbecued. Phat fleshy ones like 
aubergine (see last week's ) , courgette, peppers 
a n d tomatoes w o r k really wel l and make a 
healthy contrast to the meats . Trick of the trade: 
slice t h e m up, string t h e m on a stick and w h a m -
b a m y o u ' v e got a kebab. 

The final part of the j igsaw is marinating. 
There are several points to this. The traditional 
reason for marinating meat is to make it tender 
by breaking d o w n the fibres using culinary acids 
such as vinegar, l e m o n juice and shite wines . 
Secondly, marinades a d d loads of flavour w h i c h 
can mask any nasty tastes in spoilt or off meat 
w h i c h hopefully shouldn' t be a prob lem these 

days . Thirdly, a suitable mar inade glazes the 
piece and keeps the inside niiiiiiiiiiiice and moist . 
There's basically an unl imi ted range of marinades 
that y o u can c o n c o c t wi th whatever y o u have in 
your cupboards but here are a few of my 
favourites (quantities obviously vary wi th the 
number of c h o p s involved) : 

Honey and Mustard: 
®" 1 part grainy mustard 
* " 1 part runny honey 

M i x the t w o up and coat liberally. If this starts 
burning o n the grill just slap s o m e more on . 

Sweet and Sour: 
"~ 1 part soy sauce 
* " 1 part malt vinegar 
«" 1 tbl five sp ice p o w d e r 

Herb and Lemon: 
juice of 1 l e m o n 

* " several pinchfuls of herbs de provence 
«" salt a n d p e p p e r 

T h e m e s a n d var ia t ions , that ' s the key. 
R e m e m b e r that marinat ing implies soaking the 
meat for a g o o d whi le (a couple of hours should 
d o it) so be patient and turn or baste the pieces 
s o they get evenly treated. 

In the m e l l o w haze w h e n you ' re fully stuffed 
a n d the bottles are get t ing e m p t y consider bung­
ing a few bananas (skins a n d all) into what ' s left 
of the coals for a round 10 minutes . They'l l cook 
in their o w n juices a n d b e c o m e succulently 
mushy . M m m m m h ! A great opportuni ty to burn 
y o u r fingers as y o u peel t h e m .

Throughout this tour ing, s o m e ­

th ing in the b a n d has c h a n g e d . 
O n c e a b a n d very dark in its s o u n d 
a n d reasonably heavy, it s e e m s 
they m a y have been af fected by the 
success of indie , as the n e w a l b u m 
is m u c h l ighter , a l m o s t to the 
extent that they resemble an early 
Del A m i t r i , but lacking the singer or 
the tunes . Trying to conce ive that 
this b a n d c o u l d s q u e e z e a single 
f r o m this LP is hard , as no s o n g 
e v e n catches y o u r at tent ion a n d 
the w o r d s ' meanings are so vague, 
perhaps in an a t tempt to be d e e p 
or h u m o u r o u s . 

It's a lways a s h a m e to see any 
b a n d t rans form their s o u n d , purely 
for the sake of popular i ty . It rarely 
w o r k s , but for Catherine W h e e l it 
has resulted in even w o r s e . A t least 
w h e n they w e r e playing their type 
of m u s i c , it w a s bad m u s i c that y o u 
in s o m e w a y s had to respect t h e m 
for, but n o w it 's just bad m us i c in 
an a t tempt to tap into the indie 
s o u n d s of the m o m e n t . 131

T he first th ing to not ice about 
the Pecadi loes is their rubbish 
n a m e a n d h o w gay they look 

on the inner s leeve. O u t of interest 
I l o o k e d up p e c a d i l o in the d i c t i o ­
nary and d i s c o v e r e d that not only 
w a s it spelt wi th a d o u b l e T but 
that it meant a 'trivial o f fense ' . It 
w a s therefore a great d i s a p p o i n t ­
ment to f ind that this a l b u m is not 
crap because it w o u l d have m a d e 
for a very easy review. 

The m us i c is qui te nice in an 
inoffensive kind of w a y . At first lis­
ten it w o u l d be easy to wri te this lot 
off as dull indie a lmost rans but lis­
ten again a n d y o u are r e w a r d e d 
wi th a variety of interest ing effects 
and s o u n d s that y o u d i d n ' t not ice 
the first t i m e . There is a definite 
punk feel to the a l b u m ; harsh w h i s ­

p e r e d a n d s c r e a m i n g voca ls . But it 
is a lso very funky w i t h plenty of 
thick bass under ly ing each track. 
S t a n d o u t t r a c k s i n c l u d e the 
Wanting Song a n d Deep Reversal 
w h i c h both p r o v i d e plenty of the 
above . 

The biggest p r o b l e m wi th the 
a l b u m is that the songs are all far 
t o o s imilar (with the except ion of 
Kirsten's Beach w h i c h c o m e s over 
all ca lypso) . A l l t o o of ten 1 was 
c h e c k i n g m y C D player thinking I 
w a s still l i s tening to one track only 
to f ind that w e h a d in fact m o v e d 
o n . Still , if y o u like what y o u hear, 
w h i c h 1 d i d , t h e n this is not t o o 
great a c r i m e . If y o u have all the 
g o o d releases f r o m the last few 
w e e k s or so a n d still have a spare 
t h i r t e e n q u i d l y i n g a r o u n d y o u 
c o u l d d o a lot w o r s e than this. El

F r i v o l o u s c o m p l e x c o n s t r u c t i n g 
as ide , it d o e s s e e m that the half-
brothers are d e s t i n e d to have c o m ­
par isons m a d e w i t h their n a m e ­
sakes . 

Julian's a l b u m has been p r o ­
m o t e d better over here in the U K 
a n d Julian has b e e n blessed/cursed 

w i t h a lmost the s a m e v o i c e as his 
father. These factors wil l probably 
result in a h igher p o s i t i o n for 
Photograph Smile c o m e the a l b u m 
charts. But whi le Julian m a y have 
inherited the v o c a l c h o r d s , Sean 
has h a d the greater for tune in 
receiving his father 's unwil l ingness 
to be b o u n d e d musica l ly . Into The 
Sun is an explorat ion into different 
mu s ica l territories t ied together by 
Sean's dist inct ive v o i c e . A t t imes , 
his v o i c e s o u n d s a bit d i s tant , 
t h o u g h . It's as if he is d e t a c h i n g 
himself f r o m his o w n lyrics, afraid 
to really think t o o d e e p l y about his 
subject matter whi le p e r f o r m i n g it. 
This is painfully clear o n the m e l a n ­
chol i c Wasted w h e r e the s m o k y , 
after hours p i a n o entangles itself 
w i t h the only lyric, "It's all but a 
waste to be in l o v e . " Bi t tersweet is 
not the w o r d . W e l l , actual ly it is, 
but y o u k n o w what I m e a n . O t h e r 

flash points are the p o p p y and 
w o n d e r f u l l y r e m i n i s c e n t Breeze, 
t h e j a z z i n s t r u m e n t a l , 
Photosynthesis a n d the w a n d e r 
into C o u n t r y territory that is Part 
One of The Cowboy Trilogy, w h i c h 
is surpris ingly capt ivat ing . N o , seri­
ously , it is. 

Sean has p r o d u c e d a diverse 
c o l l e c t i o n of e x p e r i m e n t a l yet still 
access ib le songs a n d deserves all 
the success that he probably w o n ' t 
get. Julian's a l b u m m a y sell a lot 
m o r e than Sean ' s but I think w e 
k n o w w h o the best L e n n o n really is.

Super Furry Animals - Ice Hockey Hair E.P. 
Except ional s o n g tit le. A n d the songs are even 
better. This E.P. c o m p r i s e s tracks left over f r o m 
their Radiator a l b u m , w h i c h s h o w s w h a t a for­
midable s o n g w r i t i n g talent the SFA's are. Ice 
Hockey Hair is w o n d e r f u l , c o n t a i n i n g everything 
that any s o n g c o u l d ever have : g r i p p i n g intro, 
haunt ing verses w i t h the e x p e c t e d obscure 
lyrics, p r o p e l l i n g chorus akin to Pet Sounds, 
s i n g - a - l o n g r e p e a t e d refra in a n d the usual 
assor tment of strange s o u n d s .

Like labelmates S u e d e , U l t r a s o u n d have got a 
pretty g o o d line in h a m m y e p i c s that have all 
the requisi te c rash ing guitars a n d overwrought 
voca l s . It's all we l l a n d g o o d , especial ly as I 'm 
occas iona l ly part ial to a bit of Wish You Were 
Here-era f l o y d , but the chorus of " M y advice to 
all y o u boys a n d all y o u girls is never try to be 
o l d / I w a n n a stay y o u n g " is terribly patronis ing, 
a n d s m a c k s of the m i d - l i f e d e s p e r a t i o n of a 
w a n n a b e p o p star.

label , S e c o n d Skin R e c o r d s , i 
caught up wi th t h e m a n d a s k e d S n i 
t h e m about "l ive d r u m ' n ' b a s s " , 
life and the universe . . . 

Can you explain what you do in 
terms of music for people who 
have never heard of you before? 

Shuff : B a s i c a l l y w e ' v e just 
c o m p l e t e d our first a l b u m , ca l l ed 
the Imperial S o l u t i o n , w h i c h is a 
sort of j azz -or ienta ted d a n c e - s t y l e 
a lbum. There are a few d o w n b e a t 
tracks o n it, but basically the m a i n 
concentra t ion o n the first a l b u m 
was a sort of d ' n ' b style . W e ' v e been together 
for about t w o or three n o w ; w o r k i n g a n d of late 
progress ing into m o r e of a variety of styles. But 
the main a g e n d a is a sort of jazz or ig in . 

So taking jazz music and pushing it further? 
Shuff: Yes. 

Would you describe yourselves as a d'n'b out­
fit? 

Shuff: W e l l w e ' r e t ry ing to a v o i d it, but o b v i ­
ously it d o e s h a p p e n . U p to this point a lot of 
the material has been of a d ' n ' b type but w e are 
e n d e a v o u r i n g to w i d e n our s p e c t r u m as s u c h 
and w o r k o n different styles in the future. W e ' v e 
got s o m e big-beat vibes w h i c h w e are g o i n g to 
push through. 

Do you find pressure in that because people 
might tend to concentrate on one style and 
criticise you for being too broad? 

Shuff: Yeah there is a danger of that, but 
basically the criteria is that if it is a quali ty p iece 
of music , then whatever v ibe it is, it 's g o i n g to 
get the respect it deserves . If w e ' r e g o i n g to d o 
s o m e t h i n g o n a big-beat or d o w n b e a t level then 
the chances are that w e ' l l get s o m e o n e in or d o 
a remix ourselves o n a m o r e d a n c e f l o o r o r i e n ­
tated vibe a n y w a y . 

You're very much a live act. How do you 
approach the live aspect of your music? 

Charl ie : I s u p p o s e Shuff ' s the DJ a n d I c o m e 
f r o m a m o r e kind of m u s i c a l b a c k g r o u n d . I w a s 
playing live m u s i c for years . S o it w a s quite easy 

for m e , despi te the fact that it was d ' n ' b . But 
there were w a y s around it a n d I k n e w h o w to 
crack the live angle. I w o u l d n ' t say the live th ing 
is particularly faithful to the a l b u m but I 'm not 
afraid of that. I think that's the w h o l e point . If 
y o u ' r e get t ing music ians involved then they're 
g o i n g to interpret things and I 'm not g o i n g to tell 
t h e m "You're playing that w r o n g . " So lots of 
other things w o u l d c o m e out of the fact that that 
it 's been taken live and tunes are taking their o w n 
direc t ion . I think that 's a g o o d thing. I think the 
result is g o i n g to s h o w in the next set of mater i ­
al w e put out . W e are definitely g o i n g to put 

Shuff: The m a i n factor is that if w e o w n our 
label w e can put out the m u s i c w e want . It 
a l lows us to keep our artist ic mora ls as s u c h . 

With jazz being your main influence, why do 
think that form of music has inspired so many 
different dance mutations, from pure techno 
right through to d'n'b? 

Shuff: Because the t e r m jazz is a freeform 
style of m u s i c . It is all about w o r k i n g o n certain 
m o o d s a n d tonal qual i t ies rather than m a k i n g 
p o p tunes . It is m o r e about feel ing a n d h o w y o u 
c a n t h r o w out the rule book . W i t h jazz there are 

no rules, that 's the w h o l e beauty 
J M ^ ^ ^ ^ ^ M of the m u s i c . It's a style that has 

m o r e live input into the r e c o r d e d material . 
Nowadays with the technology in dance music 
you can play backing tracks off pre-recorded 
DATs and mix sounds off a machine over 
them. Why do you feel you need to get a real 
drummer and throw out the backing tracks? 

Charl ie : It's basically m y disl ike of it because 
I've seen it so m a n y t imes . Peo ple p a y i n g 
through the nose to see this . O K I k n o w that 
p e o p l e wil l pay to g o and see a DJ but I think the 
w h o l e point of g o i n g to see live acts is that in 
essence , it s h o u l d be a s h o w , and be the real 
thing. I've been and seen p e o p l e wi th a D A T a n d 
m u c k i n g around o n t o p of it o n the desk and 1 
f ind it offensive actually! 

You own a record label called Second Skin. 
Tell us about that. 

Charl ie : W e ' r e all partners in the label . It's 
been establ ished for about e ighteen m o n t h s 
n o w and w e all have v e s t e d interests in it. W e 
o w n the c o m p a n y , w e put out mu s ic o n the 
label and w e want to p r o m o t e the product as 
m u c h as poss ib le . 

With so many labels around nowadays, why 
did you decide to start your own? 

Charl ie : Theoretical ly w e c o u l d have taken it 
to any label of that ilk but m y personal exper i ­
ence of dea l ing w i t h record labels is that they 
take t o o m u c h contro l of the s i tuat ion. It's very 
diff icult . S o m e t i m e s y o u ' v e set s o m e t h i n g d o w n 
a n d y o u ' r e f o l l o w i n g a d i rec t ion and it's perfect 
a n d the minute they turn a n d say, " y o u can ' t d o 
th is . " 

Wm no boundar ies s o that is w h y I 
I I think it s l ides into the d a n c e 
Hj w o r l d so w e l l . W i t h any style of 

dance m u s i c y o u can interpret a 
jazz m o o d into that style. 

As a Dj I've noticed that you 
incorporate many different 
styles into your set Shuff. Why 
is this? 

Shuff: N o r m a l l y I t e n d to build 
1 f r o m a sort o f jazz-dance/big-beat 
1 i n t r o d u c t i o n for the first half-

hour, a n d t h e n I like to g o into the 
sort of jungle jazz sort of things 
a n d then m o u l d in harder style 
stuff to the m i d d l e of the set. But 
basical ly I 'm not very m u c h into 

p lay ing o n e type of m u s i c . 
I think for m e as a punter g o i n g to a club 

there 's n o t h i n g w o r s e than a Dj playing one 
style, even if he 's m i x i n g superbly . I 'm not into 
three hours of dr i l l ing m u s i c . After a whi le y o u 
just want to c l i m b u p the wal l s ! It's O K but the 
DJs not tak ing y o u a n y w h e r e . This also makes 
sense w i t h the m u s i c w e m a k e because if I was 
a 100% jungle DJ then I w o u l d n ' t be playing half 
of K o o b a ' s m u s i c ! 

Do you see Djing as an art form? 
Shuff: Last year I w a s in B e l g i u m and I s a w 

Juan Atkins p laying. I'd never seen h i m before 
but I'd heard his records a n d heard he is an 
a m a z i n g D j . From about the s e c o n d track in y o u 
c o u l d see that this guy w a s electr ic ! H e was 
basically p lay ing w i t h three decks , but in a w a y 
that he w a s r e w i n d i n g certain e lements of tunes 
a n d they just kept o n c o m i n g back dur ing the 
set. It w a s a m a z i n g . Y o u c o u l d see h o w he was 
injecting these little things back into his set. H e 
w a s us ing his decks as m u s i c a l instruments , so 
in that case , yes ! 

M a n y thanks to King K o o b a (DJ Shuff + 
Charlie) a n d also Emily, Klaus and A n t o n at M a i n 
Source for se t t ing up the interview! Y o u can hear 
the w h o l e interview a n d a lso an hour l o n g mix if 
y o u tune into the Electric C a f e this Sunday night 
f r o m midnight till 2 a m the next m o r n i n g .

]' eff M i l l s is a d o r e d w o r l d w i d e by t e c h n o k ids . 
His fast and furious DJing has w o w e d c r o w d s 
on all corners of the g l o b e . H e a lso releases 

usic (the majority of his DJing mater ia l is his 
o w n records ) u n d e r t w o labe l s , A x i s a n d 
Purpose M a k e r . H e c la ims that the material o n 
Axis signifies m u s i c for the m i n d , a n d the o u t p u t 
on Purpose M a k e r c o r r e s p o n d s to the m e c h a n i ­
cal parts of the b o d y ; for e x a m p l e the hands 
which are the m a i n DJing too ls ! 

Jeff's back cata logue is m o s t l y o n a v inyl -
only format, so it w a s a great relief to non-DJ 
dance fans w h e n React R e c o r d s d e c i d e d to 
license and release the highlights of each label . 
The Axis c o m p i l a t i o n is a l ready out (entitled The 
Other Day). Next w e e k sees the release of 
Purpose Maker. B o t h a l b u m s f o l l o w o n f r o m the 
now-c lass ic Live At The Liquid Rooms C D w h i c h 
gave m a n y the c h a n c e to s a m p l e Jeff's unique 
three deck DJing abil i t ies. 

The a l b u m begins w i t h The Dancer, a funky 
hybrid of t e c h n o m e e t s folk m u s i c (that's h o n ­
estly the best w a y I can descr ibe it). This has a 
very b u m p y j u m p y s o u n d a n d is suitable as pure 
techno but is not s o c lean or m i n i m a l as the 
n o r m . 

Casa is the next track a n d is actual ly l i f ted 
f rom the Axis label , but an EP w h i c h w a s ca l led 
Purpose Maker a n d m a r k e d the begin of this 
series. This track features h y p n o t i c rhythms that 

are not quite fluid but w o n ' t let y o u e s c a p e o n c e 
y o u ' r e in the g r o o v e ! 

The Bells is o n e of Jeff's hardest offerings 
s ince his early w o r k o n p ioneer ing Detroit label 

U n d e r g r o u n d Resistance. W h e n he p layed this 
at the End last year it left everybody g a s p i n g . 

Reverting is the s e c o n d track to be l ifted 
f r o m the Axis Purpose Maker EP. M a n y regard 
that record to be Jeff's finest w o r k to date . 
Reverting contains m o r e funky l o o p e d rhythms. 
A sort of x y l o p h o n e s o u n d c o m e s in m i d w a y a n d 

the effect is e lectr i fying! 
M y personal favourite track is Alarms. A very 

s i m p l e track, this cons is ts o f a l o o p e d s a m p l e 
over a very funky beat. This w o r k s as house or 
t e c h n o a n d has an infect ious g r o o v e . 

There are s o m e s l o w e r a n d d e e p e r tracks on 
this c o m p i l a t i o n . C h e c k out Medicine Man for 
o n e e x a m p l e of s u c h a track. It is o n e of a g r o u p 
of unre leased tracks o n the a l b u m . S o y o u can 
even be o n e u p o n the vinyl DJs by o w n i n g this! 

The tribal nature of s o m e of the Purpose 
M a k e r releases is also a p p a r e n t here. C h e c k out 
Paradise, a m o r e dirty s o u n d i n g track w i t h a 
shuff l ing rhythm a n d heavy bass . Masterplan is 
a l m o s t c o m p l e t e l y percuss ive .

D a y 
after day they c o n t i n u e the treat­
ments , but Roth resolutely refuses 
to break d o w n . Yet at the s a m e 
t ime his c a p t o r s b e c o m e increas­
ingly c o n v i n c e d of his guil t . R o t h , 
however , starts to play g a m e s w i t h 
their m i n d s , a n d s lowly he turns the 
finger of s u s p i c i o n o n t o his t w o 
tormentors . 

W h i l s t it m a y s o u n d like f o r m u ­
laic scht ick, it 's actually a s u p r e m e ­
ly s h o c k i n g and surpris ing piece of 
noir . A l t h o u g h it m a y b e c o m e obvi ­
ous w h o d i d it early o n , there are 
still m a n y surprises to be had a l o n g 
the w a y . Every character is moral ly 
a m b i g u o u s , a n d every one is guilty 
of s o m e t h i n g . Roth is an a lcohol i c 
epi lept ic , g iv ing o n e of his scariest 

(and best) p e r f o r m a n c e s to date , 
whilst Penn is p lagued by a g a m ­
bl ing a d d i c t i o n a n d b a d d e b t s . 
Rooker is by far the m o s t terrifying, 
h o w e v e r , as Roth s l o w l y gr inds 
d o w n his exterior, and finally forces 
h i m o n t o the lie detec tor himself . 

Far m o r e reveal ing than the 
per formances , however , is the skill 
of the directorial d u o (who also 

w r o t e the f i lm) . They manage to 
mainta in a high t e m p o a n d credibi l ­
ity throughout Liar, despi te a lmost 
the entire f i lm cons is t ing of three 
m e n l o c k e d in a smal l dark r o o m . 
The sugges ted twists and revela­
t ions of the storyl ine, together wi th 
s o m e brilliant set pieces - set t ing 
u p the l i e - d e t e c t o r a n d R o t h ' s 
e p i l e p t i c a t tacks in par t icular -
c o m b i n e to give a g l i m p s e of a 
partnership w h o are o n the verge of 
greatness . 

W h i l s t the style and plot t ing are 
first rate, the dia logue is in n e e d of 
s o m e w o r k . W h e r e T a r a n t i n o 
i m b u e s his characters wi th p e r s o n ­
ality through the script , the Pate 
twins fall back o n excellent perfor­
m a n c e s f r o m their leads. 

A l t h o u g h the style m a y not be 
entirely or iginal , a n d the dia logue 
falls short of the s tandards set by 
Tarantino himself , this is a fine 
entry into the genre. W h i l s t the 
twins m a y not b e c o m e a great writ­
ing partnership , their future as a 
d i r e c t o r i a l f o r c e w o u l d s e e m 
assured .

The c o n s p i r a c y meis ter has 
marked out y o u n g director Stabile 
as s o m e o n e p o s s e s s i n g the flair 
worthy of a break in H o l l y w o o d , 
and has a l l o w e d his n a m e to be 
attached to the project , in return 
for Stabile ge t t ing e n o u g h cash to 
produce his first f i l m . Sadly , h o w ­
ever, S tone clearly isn' t that p o p u ­
lar in H o l l y w o o d at present , as his 
i l lustr ious n a m e o n l y s e c u r e d 
$ 5 0 0 0 for Cravesend. 

The r e s u l t i n g f i l m s h o w s 
gl impses o f the talent that S tone 
seems to have ident i f ied - p a r t i c u ­
larly the fast, n o n linear e d i t i n g 
which c h o p s b e t w e e n ac t ions a n d 
their a f t e r m a t h . H o w e v e r , t h e 
whole th ing is u n d e r m i n e d by the 
amazingly l o w b u d g e t . S h o t o n 
c a m c o r d e r a n d o n the streets, the 
realism is undeniab le . Yet the gra in-
iness and jerkiness of the pic ture is 
light years behind what the c i n e m a 
go ing publ ic have c o m e to expec t . 

The p lo t m i x e s e l e m e n t s o f 

Taking low budget to a whole new dimension. 

Shallow Crave a n d Cridlock'd, as 
four teenagers acc ident ly kill s o m e ­
o n e , a n d then try to d i s p o s e of the 
c o r p s e . W h a t results is a strange 
m i x of t ex tbook gritty real ism a n d 
a n absurd cha in of events w h i c h 
border o n farce. 

Yet , despi te all the meri ts of the 
edi t ing , w r i t i n g a n d direct ing , the 

cheapness of the p r o d u c t i o n per­
v a d e s every s e c o n d . In pr inciple , 
there 's n o t h i n g w r o n g w i t h l o w 
budget f i lms, g iv ing directors the 
c h a n c e to shine, w i t h o u t fal l ing 
back o n mil l ions of p o u n d s w o r t h 
of C G I . But y o u can have t o o m u c h 
of a g o o d thing. . . .D

A s the cult a r o u n d the f i lm grew, 
A y k r o y d b e c a m e a s e r i o u s 
H o l l y w o o d player . H o w e v e r , it w a s 
the box of f ice s u c c e s s that a c c o m ­
p a n i e d Chostbusters, w h i c h he 
w r o t e a n d starred in , a longs ide fel­
l o w S N L - e r s Bill M u r r a y a n d Ivan 
R e i t m a n , w h i c h set h i m u p as o n e 
of the m o s t valuable c o m e d i a n s of 
the late e ight ies . 

A s tr ing of s imilar projects fo l ­
l o w e d , a n d w h i l s t all a c h i e v e d 
r e s p e c t a b l e b o x - o f f i c e f igures , 
none a c h i e v e d the glory, or endur­
i n g p o p u l a r i t y , o f Chostbusters 
(which s p u n off car toons , p h e ­
n o m e n a l l y success fu l m e r c h a n d i s ­
ing, toys a n d an instantly recognis­
able t h e m e tune) . 

M o r e recent ly , A y k r o y d has 
dr i f ted b e t w e e n c o m e d y projects 
o f an increasingly lame s tandard 
(Sgt Bilko a n d Coneheads spr ing to 
mind) a n d s o m e very impress ive 
"straight" roles, i n c l u d i n g suppor t ­
ing roles in the critically a c c l a i m e d 
Driving Miss Daisy a n d Sneakers. 
Indeed, his last b ig screen appear­
ance c a m e in Crosse Pointe Blank 
(one of the best f i lms of last year) , 
a n d whi ls t this is, in theory, a c o m ­
edy, it is unlike anyth ing he 's ever 
d o n e before - a n d his best perfor­
m a n c e for ten years or m o r e .

T his m u s i c a l is a b s o l u t e l y 
a m a z i n g , get d o w n to the 
Shaftesbury Theatre a n d see 

it n o w ! 
Set in d o w n t o w n M a n h a t t a n , 

Rent fo l lows a year in the lives of a 
g r o u p of y o u n g p e o p l e , al l o f 
w h o m suffer f r o m at least o n e of 
the usual m o d e r n day 'affl ictions' -
heroin a d d i c t i o n , h o m e l e s s n e s s , 
HIV a n d t ranves i t i sm a m o n g s t o t h ­
ers. (For more trainspotter facts, 
see below - Arts Ed.) 

M a r k , the charac te r t h r o u g h 
w h o s e eyes w e see the events of 
the play, is m a k i n g a v i d e o c h r o n i ­
c l ing the day to day exis tences of 
his friends over C h r i s t m a s and the 
e n s u i n g y e a r . W e s e e d e a t h , 
r o m a n c e , r iot ing, d e c e p t i o n a n d a 
dist inctly surreal ' cow' s e q u e n c e in 
w h i c h the a u d i e n c e w a s invi ted to 
m o o profusely . 

First, y o u wil l not ice the m u s i c -
it is brilliant. The songs are g e n ­
uine ly e m o t i v e in all t h e r ight 
places a n d are general ly o u t s t a n d ­
ing. W i t h o u t e x c e p t i o n they w e r e 
catchy, up to date a n d c o m p l e ­
m e n t e d the plot wel l - y o u w i l l not 
find A n d r e w L l o y d - W e b b e r style 
ballads in Rent. Each o n e s tands 
out as a s o n g in its o w n right, a n d 
you'l l want to g o out a n d buy t h e m . 

C o n s i d e r i n g the g r a v i t y of 
issues dealt w i t h , w e couldn' t he lp 
feel ing that perhaps the m o o d w a s 
at t imes slightly t o o upbeat , but as 
a w h o l e , the play p o r t r a y e d t y p i c a l ­
ly d e p r e s s i n g t o p i c s in a sensit ive 
manner a n d m a n a g e d to inc lude a 
hefty serving of f e e l g o o d factor. 
The suffering of the characters w a s 
s k i m m e d o v e r p e r h a p s a l i t t le 

w h i c h a d m i t t e d l y m a d e for g o o d 
enter ta inment , a l though not an i n -
d e p t h ref lect ion o n c o n t e m p o r a r y 
soc ie ty . But w h o w a n t s that f r o m a 
mus ica l anyway? Rent has just the 
right balance - it put us in the p i c ­
ture w i t h o u t d w e l l i n g o n a n d 
e x p l o i t i n g the p r o b l e m s of the 
characters . 

The cast w a s excel lent w i t h 
very p o w e r f u l a n d enigmat ic per­
f o r m a n c e s f r o m all , especial ly M i m i 
(a nightclub dancer) a n d A n g e l (a 
gay transvest i te - very PC). (No, 
very Candy Darling - Trainspotter 
Arts Ed). Everyone in the C o m p a n y 
w a s obvious ly enjoying themselves 
a n d p u t t i n g a great deal of effort 
a n d energy into the s inging and 
d a n c i n g . This c a m e across strongly 
a n d enab led us to easily e m p a t h i s e 
w i t h the characters , w h i c h were all 
w e l l - d e f i n e d . They por t rayed the 
h u m o r o u s a n d wit ty scenes very 
c lever ly , e s p e c i a l l y in the te le-
p h o n e / a n s a p h o n e s e s s i o n s w i t h 
the outs ide w o r l d . These scenes 
h e l p e d to put the play into context 
a n d e m p h a s i s e d its trueness to life. 

The c o s t u m e s w e r e also of a 
very high s tandard - y o u c o u l d 
i m a g i n e s e e i n g p e o p l e w e a r i n g 
t h e m in the streets, yet they were 
not bor ing or dul l and had a striking 
i m p a c t that a c c o m p a n i e s the 'any­
th ing goes ' at t i tude in N e w York. 
The w h o l e virtue of Rent, in fact, is 
that it is a genuinely streetwise and 
believable mu s ic a l that lacks pre­
t e n t i o u s n e s s a n d , qui te frankly, 
c o r n .

Y ou've s e e n the f i lm, you've 
bought at least o n e of the 
C D ' s , s o m e of the poster c o l ­

lect ion a n d you 've probably even 
got the t-shirt . H a v e y o u read the 
book, or seen the play? W h y not? 
"Because its probably a b u n c h of 
arty shirt-lifters o v e r - p r o n o u n c i n g 
s o m e u n h e a r d - o f g e e z e r s ' r a m ­
bl ing a d a p t a t i o n " . Unt i l last Friday 
night I'd have probably agreed : I've 
seen Shakespeare in the Theatre 
a n d o n the silver screen a n d its 
better o n the screen - if he 'd been 
alive t o d a y the Bard w o u l d have 
been a screenwriter . M i n d y o u - if 
he w a s alive today , he might wel l 
be Irvine W e l s h and Harry G i b s o n 
rather than the C o e n brothers . 

There is very little theatre w h i c h 
is w o r t h see ing these days , but that 
w h i c h is, really is w o r t h see ing . 
Trainspotting (the Play) is o n e of 
t h o s e w h i c h , l ike B e n Elton's 
Popcorn, c o m e s to life o n the stage 
- especial ly o n e as smal l as the 
M a n in the M o o n , C h e l s e a (just 
' round the corner f r o m Vivienne's , 
dar l ing! ) . It's a m o o d y , v io lent , 
fr ightening beast, w i t h the tor tured 
soul of the d i s e n c h a n t e d , g o b b i n g 
a n d knif ing its w a y through the 
audience , whir l ing a S n o o k e r cue 
a n d s h o u t i n g at y o u . G o a n d see it 
- let d o w n y o u r defences a n d ac tu­
ally a l low s o m e t h i n g to affect y o u , 
for o n c e . W o n d e r at h o w they 
manage to actually s h o o t up o n 
stage, three feet f r o m y o u . Feel 
what it w o u l d be like to be the l o w ­
est p e r s o n in the w o r l d , s lowly 
kill ing yoursel f o n junk. A s k yoursel f 
whether suic ide , w o u l d n ' t surely be 
better than the ups and d o w n s of a 
s m a c k habit . There's no overal l 

pol i t ica l c o m m e n t - ye t the pol i t ics 
is start l ing in its c rude truthfulness. 
It's not about Genera t ion X, or 
even c h e m i c a l culture, it 's about 
those w h o don' t even care what 
s o c i e t y is - as R e n t o n h imse l f 
a d m i t s ; "Due tae this failure tae 
recognise soc ie ta l r eward , success 
(and failure) c a n only ever be fleet­
i n g e x p e r i e n c e s for m e their 
v a l u e c a n n e v e r be s u s t a i n e d 
because there's nae recogni t ion ay 
the s o c i e t y w h i c h v a l u e s 
t h e m ah d innae gie a fuck." 

In the f i l m , we're a l l o w e d to 
h o p e that things w o r k out all right 
for R e n t o n at least. In the book, 
w e s u s p e c t that he's g o i n g to d o it 
all again, just in a different country, 
but at least he gets a chance . In the 
play, we're g iven n o s u c h luxury -
R e n t o n is as b a d as Begbie, as he 
surely m u s t have been all a long. 
H e just des t roys himsel f wi th hero­
in rather than in p s y c h o t i c h e r o i s m . 
A t least the Beggar is de lus ional -
at least he has a reason to hate the 
w o r l d . The Rent B o y just cannot be 
b o t h e r e d - life's d o n e h i m no 
favours, so he's not even g o i n g to 
try - take what 's c o m i n g a n d hunt 
for the next hit. The only smal l 
p r o b l e m 1 have w i t h Gibson's a d a p ­
tat ion w a s its o m i s s i o n of one of 
the best lines f r o m the book ; ' Y o u 
just want tae fuck up on drugs so 
that everyone' l l think h o w d e e p and 
f u c k i n g c o m p l e x y o u are . It's 
pathet ic a n d fucking boring." W e 
probably all k n o w s o m e o n e like 
this, a n d the d e e p e s t irony is that 
they t e n d to be the ones w h o rave 
about the f i lm the m o s t .

T his is the l o n g - a w a i t e d a d a p ­
tat ion of Pucc in i ' s c lass ic , La 
B o h e m e . Taking the under ­

belly of 1800s Paris a n d translat ing 
it to the fin de siecle N e w York, w a s 
the l i fe ' s w o r k of o n e m a n , 
Jonathan Larson . This m u s i c a l has 
taken B r o a d w a y by s t o r m , w i t h 
m a n y m e m b e r s of the a u d i e n c e 
g o i n g back t ime a n d again . W i t h its 
s tudent fr iendly pr i ce - tag , £ 10, a n d 
its extremely c o o l a n d s treetwise 
look, this mus ica l e m b o d i e s the 
soul of N e w York, of the p e o p l e 
Lou Reed s a n g about in Walk on 
the Wild Side. Y o u ' l l f ind C a n d y 
D a r l i n g , S u g a r - P l u m Fairy a n d 
Hol ly , w h o c a m e f r o m M i a m i FLA 
and h i tch-h iked her w a y across the 
U S A , r e n a m e d , but recognisable . 

A n o t h e r i n f l u e n c e is o b v i o u s l y 
S t e p h e n S o n d h e i m (he h e l p e d wi th 
the drafts) a n d the musica l is r e m i -
nescent of W e s t S ide Story, w i t h ­
out ever be ing derivative. A n o t h e r 
familiar face is the girl f r o m the 
Tamperer s o n g , Krysten M a r q u e z , 
she ' s p lay ing M i m i M a r q u e z , and 
a n y o n e w h o listens to the radio wil l 
k n o w that she has an amazingly 
p o w e r f u l v o i c e . 

This musica l has broken all the 
records in A m e r i c a . The audience 

s izes have been u n p r e c e d e n t e d , 
a n d a p p r o v a l in N e w York has been 
a lmost universal . This is a s h o w for 
y o u n g p e o p l e , a n d as such it has 
been extremely success ful in luring 
p e o p l e w h o n o r m a l l y w o u l d n ' t 
have g o n e to B r o a d w a y - they 
haven' t had an e m p t y seat in t w o 
years . Perhaps this musica l w o n ' t 
d o as wel l in this country, w h e r e w e 
are m o r e familiar w i t h the s e e d y 
s ide of life through plays such as 
Cleansed a n d Shopping and 

Fucking, f i l m s s u c h as 
Trainspotting, a n d TV p r o g r a m m e s 
s u c h as This Life. 1 can only h o p e it 
w i l l , because apart f r o m Chicago, it 
is the best mus ica l to c o m e off 
B r o a d w a y s ince Guys and Dolls. 

It s h o u l d be n o t e d that 
J o n a t h a n L a r s o n s u c c u m b e d to 
A I D S , literally days before the s h o w 
o p e n e d in 1996. In p e r f o r m i n g this 
m o n u m e n t to his life, w e are pre­
serving his m e m o r y , a n d m a k i n g 
h i m i m m o r t a l . A little hyperbole 
never hurt a n y o n e .

D A N C E IN L O N D O N 

T his t i m e of year is o n e of the 
m o s t exc i t ing in the art scene 
of L o n d o n , for the c o n t e m ­

porary d a n c e fans a m o n g s t us . 
There are s o m e major fest ivals 
from M a y right into A u g u s t . 

The first of these festivals start­
ed at the e n d of A p r i l a n d has just 
f i n i s h e d : it w a s c a l l e d S p r i n g 
L o a d e d . I w o n ' t e x t e n d myse l f o n 
it. It is a s h o w c a s e of s o m e of the 
best c o m p a n i e s across the w o r l d , 
and also the best talent w o r k i n g in 
Britain. The highlights w e r e Javier 
de Frutos's latest o f fer ing ca l l ed 
Crass, an exp lora t ion of love . A 
m a n has to c h o o s e b e t w e e n his 
female lover a n d this m a n w h o is 
trying to attract h i m a w a y f r o m her. 
A n o t h e r i n t e r e s t i n g c o m p a n y , 
C A N D O C O f r o m C a n a d a w a s also 
featured. This is a very interest ing 
c o m p a n y w i t h seven dancers , three 
of t h e m in whee lcha i r s . The result 
is strongly e m o t i o n a l a n d thought -
provoking . If y o u have a c h a n c e to 
catch these p e o p l e , g o for it. 

There is lots m o r e c o m i n g u p , 
s tart ing this w e e k . The Turning 
World festival at the Place Theatre 
and the Royal Festival H a l l , for a 
start. This is a s h o w c a s e of 
E u r o p e a n c o m p a n i e s , th i s y e a r 
mainly concentra t ing o n B e l g i u m 
and Portugal . Four c h o r e o g r a p h e r s , 
all based in L i s b o n , are here w i t h 
their latest w o r k . The best t w o are 
Paulo Ribeiro o n 2 2 n d a n d 2 3 r d 
M a y a n d Vera M o n t e r o o n 17th 
June. There are t w o m u s t - s e e c o m ­
panies f r o m B e l g i u m , Rosas o n 

2 2 n d M a y , ie tonight , a n d Les 
Ballets C de la Bon 12th a n d 13th 
June. Rosas is the creat ion of A n n e 
Teresa De Keersmaeker ; her style is 
very different a n d quite difficult to 
relate to at t i m e s but, in the e n d , 
i m m e n s e l y rewarding . Les Ballets C 
de la B are Ala in Platel 's ideas . I 
think that this guy is o n e of the 
m o s t brilliant c h o r e o g r a p h e r - d i r e c ­
tors a r o u n d . H i s ideas defy any­
o n e ' s imaginat ion , a n d the results 
are a lways s o inventive, hilarious 
a n d i m p o r t a n t . This year he 's pre­
sent ing "lets op Bach", w i t h nine 
dancers a n d a c h a m b e r baroque 
orches t ra . H e is o n e of the rare 
breed that m a n a g e s to take d a n c e 
o n t o another level by m i x i n g it w i t h 
other ar t forms . 

Finally, for those of y o u w h o 
wi l l be here over the s u m m e r , the 
Royal Festival Hal l cont inues its 
D a n c e a n d P e r f o r m a n c e p r o ­
g r a m m e . D o n ' t m i s s Trilok Gurtu , 
the jazz percuss ion i s t w h o wi l l be 
p l a y i n g f r o m his bri l l iant n e w 
a l b u m , o n the 2 5 t h July. 

If y o u n e e d a n y m o r e i n f o r m a ­
t ion about any of these events , 
c o m e into the off ice a n d ask Julia. 
W a t c h this s p a c e f r o m n o w o n if 
y o u l ike c o n t e m p o r a r y d a n c e . 
There w i l l be lots o f r e v i e w i n g 
g o i n g o n .

C L E A N S E D 
Royal Court Theatre 

I d o n ' t really k n o w h o w to start 
this review. Cleansed is o n e of 
t h o s e p lays that k e e p y o u 

th inking for a long t i m e . I have to 
say it: this play is fantastic . 

Let m e explain the story a little. 
The scene is set in an university, 
a l though no details are really g iven 
in the text. The beginning of the 
play is a s u c c e s s i o n of extremely 
s t rong scenes that actually m a k e 
o n e feel qui te nauseous . That feel­
ing only lasts a c o u p l e of s e c o n d s , 
however . The characters are all the 
' u n d e s i r a b l e s ' o f o u r s o c i e t y , 
l o o k e d after by Tinker, a "doctor" 
w h o is m o r e like a hardcore sadist , 
inf l ict ing the m o s t d e g r a d i n g treat­
ment o n t o his pat ients . H e e s c a p e s 
all this by g o i n g to see the local 
s tr ipper . 

S o m e of the w o r s t atrocit ies 
are c o m m i t t e d to the s o u n d of a 
mu s ica l box. I'll let y o u imagine the 
effect of that. The recurr ing t h e m e , 
especial ly b e t w e e n boyfr iends Car l 
a n d R o d , is trust or the lack of it. 
Carl w a n t s R o d to give h i m his r ing 
as a v o w of c o m m i t m e n t , but ul t i ­
mately betrays h i m . A l l of these 
p e o p l e are trying to survive in these 
awful c o n d i t i o n s through love : this 
gives rise to s o m e very tender a n d 
t o u c h i n g s i tuat ions that beautifully 
c lash w i t h the v io lence of their 
daily lives. Grace starts t e a c h i n g 
Robin h o w to wri te in a lovely 
scene of innocent love, w h i c h in 
t h e e n d has d i s a s t r o u s c o n s e ­
q u e n c e s . 

The director , James M a c d o n a l d 

(he a l s o d i r e c t e d Sarah K a n e ' s 
d e b u t p l a y Blasted) d o e s mar ­
v e l o u s w o r k u s i n g s o m e great 
images to represent the v io lence . 
Together w i t h the designer , they 
have c r e a t e d e v e r y d a y se t t ings 
w i t h a part icular context , but that 
c o u l d be t r a n s p o s e d anywhere . It is 
all ex t remely c lever a n d gives the 
play that a d d e d i m p a c t . The text 
itself is very el l ipt ic w i t h not a s in ­
gle w o r d is w a s t e d , m a k i n g for a 
sense of c o n c e n t r a t i o n a n d i m p o r ­
t a n c e . T h e a c t o r s have a very 
s t rong role in their physica l pres­
ence , ta lk ing as little as poss ib le , 
and let t ing express ions and m o v e ­
m e n t s d o the rest. A n d this totally 
w o r k s . 

M o r a l l y speaking , Cleansed is 
hard to w a t c h . O n e d o e s feel like 
o n e is in t ruding o n s o m e t h i n g , but 
isn't that an exc i t ing feeling? The 
play is a chal lenge to everyone ; is 
Sarah Kane just s h o w i n g us a slight­
ly exaggerated v i e w of our mirror 
image to m a k e us react? I wi l l say it 
again : this p lay is fantastic, o n e of 
the l andmarks of these past years 
in the s a m e ve in as Trainspotting 
a n d Shopping and Fucking.

Italian speakers , it has subtit les, so 
there is n o e x c u s e for not see ing it. 

This f i lm (Fists in the Pocket in 
English) didn't d i s a p p o i n t m e 
in the sl ightest . It is a p o w e r ­

ful d r a m a about a c o m p l e t e l y d y s ­
functional family, w i t h 3 ep i l ept i c 
c h i l d r e n , G i u l i a , L e o n a n d 
Alessandro , a bl ind w i d o w e d m o t h ­
er, and a y o u n g m a n , A u g o s t o , 
struggling to s u p p o r t his fami ly 
whilst t rying to remain sane . Giu l ia 
is jealous of her brother 's ability to 
attract love, a n d sends his f iancee, 
Lucia, a n o n y m o u s letters a n d hate 
mai l . She has an a l m o s t inces tous 
r e l a t i o n s h i p w i t h her b r o t h e r 
A l e s s a n d r o w h i c h is a lways h in ted 
at, never d e s c r i b e d expl ic i t ly . The 
s e c o n d b r o t h e r , A l e s s a n d r o , 
dec ides to help his brother by m u r ­
der ing the rest of his family , thus 

enabl ing h i m to bui ld up a better 
life in the t o w n w i t h his f iancee. 
The story deals w i t h the gradual 
real isat ion of Ale 's ac t ions by his 
sister a n d brother. 

This is a h a r r o w i n g a n d 
poignant a c c o u n t of the co l lapse of 
a family. F i l m e d in the sixties in 
Italy in the hills above R o m e , it has 
recently been r e - m a s t e r e d , a n d is 
be ing s h o w n at the ICA later this 
m o n t h . T h e d i r e c t o r , M a r c o 
B e l l o c c h i o , is Italian a n d this w a s 
his debut f i lm. W h e n it was first 
re leased, this f i lm c a u s e d c o n t r o ­
versy over its portrayal of a co l laps­
ing family unit, in particular over 
the b l ind a n d therefore helpless 
m o t h e r . In Italy at that t i m e , the 
family w a s seen as integral to the 

fabric of Italian society , w i t h the 
m o t h e r as a cent ra l M a d o n n a -
esque figure, h o l d i n g the reins of 
p o w e r in her c a l m a n d efficient 
hands . This f i lm can be regarded as 
an e x a m p l e of the late n e o - r e a l i s m 
s c h o o l of f i l m - m a k i n g , w i t h profes­
sional actors u s e d instead of a m a ­
teurs d u e to its content , a n d g r a p h ­
ic portrayal of co l lapse . A s in m a n y 
Italian neo- rea l i sm f i lms, it can't 
have a h a p p y e n d i n g . 

The act ing, d i rec t ion a n d c ine­
m a t o g r a p h y are all f lawless a n d , 
despi te the f i lm be ing in Italian, it is 
an en joyable e x p e r i e n c e . T h e 
actresses are all extremely beauti ­
ful , c l a s s y - l o o k i n g Italian brunettes , 
elegantly d r e s s e d .
