HISTORY

The present "Bo" is the second of an illustrious
line of Guilds‘ mascots. The first was a Rover which
appeared at the back of Guilds in 1919. It was e regu-
lar entry in the Brighton Run, until in 1235 CROORGATOs
becamé more strict about dates. The Rover was fixed
at 1905, so he was out. Nevertheless he took part in
a number of rags. In 1934 he was left outside 1C
Downing Street containing an effigy of Ramsey Macdonald
holding an outsize biscuit - this being in commenmoratim
of Lord Nacfarland's gift cf a new Rolls Royce to the
first Labout P.M.

The Rover finished his days chugging round the
Crystal Palace Rrce Track, announcing events during the
intervals. When the wor came and the army took over
the Paloce, Bo. I disappeared.

Bo. II, AW33, wes bought, reputediv for £40, in
:Shropshire by the late John Gerland, who ron it for a
tew years and then handed it ove: to F. J Pidgeon, who
later stored it at his home in Rickmansworth until the
end of the war. Bo had meny Veteren Car Club runs ,
and raced at Brooklends, lapping the eld "Yountain"
course at 29 n.p.h.

Bo wes made by Messrs. James and Brown, Hammer-
smith, in 1901. Only one other car made by this firm,

‘a 'O4 model, is known to exist. Last yerr, at the
end of the Brighton Run, the "Bo" team had the pleasure
of meeting Colonel Brown, the designer, who was highly
delighted to see his product of Sl years ago still going

‘well.

The deys: betweon 'Cl and '34 are uncertein, but
"Bo" was bought from a blacksmith, near Much Wenlock,
Salop, being then a dirty grey ond black. He also had
solid tyres, but these were replaced by special old
erock pneumatics in '37.

We
all know that London can't be a University, and
that I.C. can't be a University College; they both
have too important Utilitarian functions in sootety.
We also know that I.C. has to chuck out men to
leave room for the cream to work properly, but
none of this alters the fact that the College is
aesthetically and humanly the poorer for their
departure, which is a very sad thing.

It is however one o. tuose sad things that

can't be helped. Without being irreverent, it is

like someone dying - it can't be helped, but it is
a loss to Society, with the exception that in that

case Society recognises its loss, and attaches due

seriousness to it. I.C. never appears to regret

its losses due to chucking-out, which apathy I've
spent a column deploring. I've nothing to

suggest that should be done about them, but any-

thing would be better than pretending that these

people have never been. Well, I've done my bit;
.the only consolation I can see is that the poor

blighters are probably happier outside this

institution.
